Award Program Overview:

· What is the “Excellence in Technical Education Awards Program?”
· This competitive awards program rewards three (3) technical education programs with an award of $50,000 because of their implementation of exceptional strategies within technical education during the fiscal year 2012.
· Each of the three (3) technical education program winners receives a one-year award of $50,000.  

· Applicants must demonstrate implementation of exceptional strategies in technical education during Fiscal Year 2012.  

· Awards will be announced and distributed during Fiscal Year 2013.

· How does the “Excellence in Technical Education Awards Program” work?

· Completed applications are due June 1, 2012.
· Information provided on applications is subject to verification.
· Funding to support the program will be drawn from the Carl D. Perkins Reserve Fund; therefore, participation is open to all technical education programs eligible for Perkins funding.
· Accordingly, the three award recipients may spend their $50,000 award on Perkins allowable expenses such as equipment, curriculum development, professional development, etc.
· Award recipients will be announced in August of 2012. Funds must be spent no later than June 30th of 2013.
· Documentation supporting the winning submissions may be shared publically.
· A program receiving the award may reapply the following year as long as the submission addresses different criteria.
· Each award recipient agrees to draft a news release documenting the program’s achievements for the Kansas Board of Regents (KBOR) and agrees to showcase the program at a venue to be determined (e.g., Kansas Workforce Summit).
· How are submitted applications for the “Excellence in Technical Education Awards Program” assessed?

· KBOR staff will remove an institution’s self-identifying information from the application before forwarding the application to the judging panel for evaluation.

· The three applications receiving the highest point totals will receive the awards.
· Individual members of the judging panel may assign a range from 0-6 points (6 points is the highest point value) for each criteria addressed in the application.
· In the event of a tie, the program application receiving the highest number of 6’s by the judging panel will receive the award.
· The judging panel will score applications without knowledge of the point values assigned to an application by other members of the panel (i.e., a blind review).
Award Program Application Guidelines:
· A complete application addresses a minimum of one criterion from each one of the five categories (i.e., Business and Industry, Student, Alumni, Faculty, and Program Associated). Therefore, an application will address a minimum of five criteria, plus an initiative new to the program selected for submission.
· Applicants are free to select additional criteria to help support their application.
· Applicants must list and describe one “initiative” which is new to the program and occurred in FY 2012.
· Only one “wild card” criterion may be used from among the five available wild cards.
· Please submit applications electronically in Microsoft Word format using the response template provided. Address the applications to:  Director of Technical Programs and Curriculum, Kansas Board of Regents.
· KBOR staff will contact the submitting institution to confirm receipt of the application materials.
· Examples cited on the application are for illustrative purposes to provide greater clarity.
· Applicants should assume members of the judging panel have no knowledge of the occupational program being evaluated; therefore, applications should provide a complete, yet concise, “context” of the activity to enrich responses.
· Completed applications must not exceed 20 pages in length.
· Applications must use Arial font, font size 11 and 1” margins: top, bottom, right and left.

· Please use standard formatting conventions when constructing the application.
Award Program Application Terminology:
· Program:  an occupational area of study (e.g., welding)
· Program Categories (5): Business and Industry Associated, Student Associated, Alumni Associated, Faculty Associated, and Program Associated
· Graduate of Program:  a person acquiring a certificate of completion from a college and \or acquiring a Certificate A, B, C or an Associate Degree, pertaining to the program.
· Wild Card: refers to a program innovation criterion which is not listed within the application; this unique criterion may be used only one time in the application process
· Faculty:  implies adjunct, part-time and full-time faculty unless otherwise specified
· Alumni:  a previous graduate of the program (see “Graduate of Program” above)

· Student:  refers to an individual enrolled in a technical education program who has achieved “concentrator” status as defined by Perkins
· New Initiative:  refers to something new about a program that was initiated during the fiscal year.

Award Program Application Sample Response and Scoring
· The following example illustrates how the judging panel would typically score responses to a given criterion.
CATEGORY: Student Associated Criteria:

CRITERION: Students make presentations at state or national conferences

Include: name of conference, date(s) of conference, name of presentation, names of students, and an abstract of the presentation
Three Submission Samples:

1) Six students attended an American Welding Society Conference in Dallas.
Scoring:  Response does not include all of the data requested, thus, 0 points awarded.
2) Six students attended an American Welding Society Conference in Dallas.  Joe Johnson, Tammy Smith, Terri Ball, Steve Box, Bill Weir, and Janice Brewster presented an overview of the new TIG welding process for titanium alloys being used by the college to train workers for local industry.

Scoring:  Response includes all of the data requested; however, abstract component does not provide context for members of the judging panel to formulate a clear assessment. Point allocation will most likely be 2 or 3 points.
3) Six students attended an American Welding Society Conference in Dallas.  Joe Johnson, Tammy Smith, Terri Ball, Steve Box, Bill Weir, and Janice Brewster presented an overview of the new TIG welding process for titanium alloys being used by the college to train workers for local industry.  The presentation, prepared by the students, included a comparison of the new process to previous processes and an overview of technical specifications required of raw materials to ensure that completed welds satisfy tensile and bend testing requirements specified in a production setting.  Approximately 50 people attended the presentation and those in attendance rated the student presentation as “outstanding” on their evaluation sheets.
Scoring:  Response includes all of the data requested and a complete context for members of the judging panel. The response tells a more complete “story.”  Point allocation will most likely be 5 or 6 points.
REQUIRED: New Initiative:
Please describe one initiative which is new to the program this year.
Include:   a brief description and intended impact on the program
Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
CATEGORY: Business and Industry Associated Criteria:

Business and Industry utilizes students in the program as “consultants” (e.g., a team of students write a report of safety recommendations for a local industry)

Include:  name of business, date(s) of activity, brief description of consulting service provided, number of students involved, and a summary of recommendations made to the business
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Employers report that graduates of the program exceed their expectations during their first few months of employment (e.g., program compiles results of a follow-up survey with employers to measure employer satisfaction with graduates)

Include:  a data table illustrating employer satisfaction with each graduate regarding: (a) technical skills, (b) interpersonal skills, (c) attendance, (d) teamwork skills, (e) overall employer satisfaction, and (f) year which each student graduated (names of employers and graduates should not be included; graduates should be referenced as graduate #1, #2, etc.)
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Business and Industry representatives assessed student work (e.g., members of the program advisory committee review student work and provide feedback)
Include:  names of business and industry representatives reviewing the work, brief description of the work product, and details on how the feedback will benefit students

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The Business and Industry advisory committee for the program contains at least two members who work in national or global organizations 
Include:  names of committee members, their employers, and length of service with the program advisory committee
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program demonstrates strong Business and Industry ties and receives on-going support from the Business and Industry community
Include: name of the industry, the type of support provided (financial, equipment, “loaned” experts, internships, etc.), duration of this support, and benefits of this support to the program, students, and industry 

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Wild Card: A specific program innovation in this category not encompassed by one of the previously specified criteria (Wild Card: you may use this criteria only one time in your submission of the completed application; please note that the Wild Card option appears under each category)

Include:  all germane details in a brief narrative
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
CATEGORY: Student Associated Criteria:
Students make presentations at state or national conferences (excluding e.g. CTSO conferences, Skills USA)
Include:   name of conference, date(s) of conference, name of presentation, names of students, and an abstract of the presentation
Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
Students produce work which advances the occupation (e.g., secure a patent, author a technical article, modify a tool or process that gains business and industry acceptance, etc.)

Include:   brief description of work, sample of work if appropriate, and name(s) of students
Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
Students participate in professional trade associations 
Include:   name(s) of trade or professional associations, names of students, and a brief description of the type and frequency of their involvement in the organizations

Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
Students earn industry based credentials in excess of those recommended for entry into the occupation

Include:  a brief description of the recommended credentials for entry into the occupation, a listing of additional credentials obtained by students, the number of students acquiring those credentials, and the manner in which these credentials were earned
Submission: Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
90% or more of all students entering the program acquire a certificate of completion or a program credential, (program must have a minimum of 10 students)
Include:  program enrollment figures for the previous three (3) years, if available, and the number of students acquiring each specific type of credential

Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
Student projects win state or national recognition
Include:  a brief description of the project, the name of the recognizing authority, the nature or type of recognition received, and the number of projects receiving the same level of recognition

Submission:  Program representative enters data here in response to criteria.
Student activities generate media coverage of the program
Include:  a brief description of the activity, an indication of the recurring frequency of the activity, the specific type of media coverage obtained from each media source, and a copy and/or sample of the media coverage (e.g., video clip, news release, etc.)
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Students participate in state and national competitions
Include:   name and level of competition (e.g., state, regional, national, etc.) and the number of students participating in competitions
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Students in the program acquire nationally recognized third-party credentials
Include:  a table showing all students enrolled in the program, the credentials the students have acquired, and the added value of the credential
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Wild Card: A specific program innovation in this category not encompassed by one of the previously specified criteria (Wild Card: you may use this criteria only one time in your submission of the completed application; please note that the Wild Card option appears under each category)
Include:  all germane details in a brief narrative
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
CATEGORY: Alumni Associated Criteria:  
Alumni of the program serve in leadership roles in professional organizations related to program/occupation
Include:  a listing which profiles graduates by name, year of graduation, professional association membership, and office held in the professional association
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Alumni of the program earned industry-based technical credentials and/or additional academic credentials beyond those achieved during the program

Include:  a listing which profiles graduates by name, year of graduation, and details with supporting documentation, if applicable, regarding additional industry-based and/or academic credentials acquired after leaving the college
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Alumni of the program contribute to the forward momentum of the occupation (e.g., secure a patent, author a technical article, modify a tool or process that gains business and industry acceptance, etc.)

Include:   brief description of work with supporting documentation and name(s) of alumni

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Alumni of the program contribute to the forward momentum of the program at the college (e.g., actively recruit students into the program, serve on the program advisory committee, teach in the program as an adjunct, contribute resources such as funds or equipment to the program, etc.)

Include:  names of alumni and a brief description of their ongoing engagement with the program
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Wild Card: A specific program innovation in this category not encompassed by one of the previously specified criteria (Wild Card: you may use this criteria only one time in your submission of the completed application; please note that the Wild Card option appears under each category)

Include:  all germane details in a brief narrative
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
CATEGORY: Faculty Associated Criteria:
Faculty participate in “internships” with business and industry
Include:   names of faculty who participated in internships, an indication of whether the faculty are full-time or adjunct, and a brief description of the nature of the internship including name of the organization in which the internship was accomplished along with start and end dates

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Faculty generates work that advances the occupation or profession of teaching (e.g., contributes a chapter to a book, author a technical article, design an online class, develop a new tool for industry, obtain a research grant, etc.)

Include:   brief description of work with supporting documentation, if appropriate, and name(s) of faculty members
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Faculty holds leadership positions in professional organizations related to program/occupation
Include:  a listing of faculty, name of professional association and office held in the professional association
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Faculty gives presentations at statewide or national conferences related to program/occupation
Include:   name of conference, date(s) of conference, name of presentation, names of faculty presenting, and a short abstract of the presentation

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Faculty engage in promotional activity that generates interest in the program
Include:   a brief description of the number and types of promotional activities in which faculty participated and include the number of student inquiries generated
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Wild Card: A specific program innovation in this category not encompassed by one of the previously specified criteria (Wild Card: you may use this criteria only one time in your submission of the completed application; please note that the Wild Card option appears under each category)

Include:  all germane details in a brief narrative
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
CATEGORY: Program Associated Criteria:
The program sponsors a statewide or national conference
Include:   name of conference, dates of conference, location of conference, number of attendees, the objective or purpose of the conference, summary report of participants’ evaluations of the conference
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Program courses or components were reconfigured for online delivery
Include:   a table depicting a comparison from the previous year to the current year illustrating the number of courses and/or course components which are being offered via online delivery and a table including a percentage calculation depicting the percentage of the courses or course components of the entire program currently available online
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The quality of the instructional process for online delivery of the technical program was enhanced 

Include:  a table depicting a comparison of previous and current student assessment scores and evaluations of online instruction, other pertinent documentation illustrating the qualitative impact of the improved online instructional format, and a description of the specific online instructional enhancements to the program

Submission:   Program enters data here in response to criteria.     

Enrollment in the program demonstrates significant growth
Include:   enrollment data from both the previous year and the current year and suggest factors contributing to growth in enrollment 
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program receives an award 
Include:  name of award, level of the award (i.e., local, state, national, international), the basis for award, and number of other colleges or programs receiving the same award
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Media coverage of the program contributes to the “brand” recognition of the college (e.g., the program is highlighted for workforce development efforts; the program is mentioned as a contributing factor to economic development by business and industry for the relocation or expansion of operations;  the faculty are asked to serve as “experts” by the media on newsworthy topics, etc.)
Include:  evidences of media coverage referencing the program not precipitated by student activities
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program is visited by other organizations seeking advice on how to replicate “best practices”
Include:  name of visiting organization(s), name(s) of representatives from visiting organization(s), relevant dates of visitation(s), and a brief description of why the organization(s) chose to visit the program
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program offers training to professionals engaged in the occupation
Include:  number of businesses served, number of individual enrollments, and number of non-credit training sessions conducted directly related to the discipline represented by the program which were conducted by program faculty

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program is awarded a competitive grant which is not Perkins related
Include:  name of grant awarded, awarding agency, amount of grant, and a brief summary of the basis on which the awarding agency chose the program to receive the award
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program actively communicates multiple opportunities for graduates to pursue a baccalaureate credential upon program completion 
Include:  a brief description of the communication tactics employed within the program to inform students about baccalaureate opportunities and include a list of the institutions which offer program graduates transfer access to their baccalaureate programs without loss of program credits
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program has an outreach component extending into K-12 beyond a standard articulation agreement
Include:  a brief description of the outreach component
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Attributes of the program influence the design and operation of other programs at the institution (e.g., unique course design, teaching or delivery methodologies, equipment sharing agreement with local industry, etc.) are adopted by other programs at the college
Include:  a brief description of the attributes of the program which have been introduced into other programs, why the attributes described are valued to other programs, and a list of the other programs into which the attributes have been introduced
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program serves as a “model” for collaboration with programs at other institutions 
Include:  a brief, yet specific, description of the collaborative components of the program and how the institutions deliver the program so that the collaboration between the institutions is transparent to the students and augments the overall quality of the program
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program demonstrates promising practices that support nontraditional student access to include: age and gender
Include:  a brief description of “practices” which are yielding positive results and supporting data from previous years to allow a year to year comparison
Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
The program receives “in-kind” or monetary support in excess of 50K annually
Include:  a listing of “in-kind” donations to the program with corresponding dollar values to include donor name (unless anonymity is requested by donor) and/or a listing of monetary contributions to include donor name (unless anonymity is requested by donor)

Submission:  Program enters data here in response to criteria.
Wild Card: A specific program innovation in this category not encompassed by one of the previously specified criteria (Wild Card: you may use this criteria only one time in your submission of the completed application; please note that the Wild Card option appears under each category)
